STATEMENT OF FAITH

1. The Bible

The Bible is given by the inspiration of God (2 Timothy 3:16), authoritative content from God, which
has to be interpreted from the literal, grammatical, historical, textual, and doctrinal perspectives (2
Timothy 2:15).

2. God
There is only one living God (1 Timothy 2:5) who is triune: Holy Father, Holy Son (Jesus Christ), and
Holy Spirit (Matthew 28:19).

3. Jesus

Jesus is God with divine perfection (Romans 9:5), is Man without sin (2 Corinthians 5:21). Jesus died
and resurrected for our sins (Romans 4:25), He is our Savior, He is appointed by God (the Father) to be
Christ (Son of God) (1 Timothy 1:15).

4. Holy Spirit

Holy Spirit is God (Matthew 28:19). He guides, teaches, and helps the believers to understand and live
according to God's words-the Bible (John 14:26; 16:13). Due to the completion of the Bible, there is no
more spiritual gifts of revelation today(John 16:13; 1 Corinthians 12:8~10; 13:10; Ephesians 2:20).

5. Gospel

Gospel is that God allow our sins be forgiven, through the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, we can
reconcile with God (Romans 4:25; 5:1; 2 Corinthians 5:19). Through accepting Jesus Christ as our
personal Savior, we are reconciled with God, and we receive salvation (Ephesians 2:8, 16). Baptism is
only for those who have been saved (Matthew 28:19, Acts 8:37).

6. Disciple

Becoming a disciple is the threshold of progressing into God's complete redemption plan. So after we
are redeemed, we have to understand the plan, and decide to commit ourselves to God, becoming the
disciples of Jesus Christ. Then we start accepting the mentoring of mature disciples, and are willing to
obey everything commanded by Jesus Christ (Matthews 28:19-20). With this, fellowship has to be
differentiated; living has to be sanctified.

7. Serving

Serving is to do the works that God wants us to do. Nowadays, serving God is that disciples are sent by
the Lord, to go and make disciples of all nations (Matthew 28:18~20). Through disciples’ personal
works of Commission, and forming local church, by the leadership of pastor, spiritual gifts are
coordinated, ministering to local community, and further assist the enhancement and completion of
Commission works of various places (Ephesians 2:10; 3:20~21; Acts 13:1~4). So the content of serving
has to be sustained, the choice of co-working has to be filtered. The Lord's Supper needs to be held to
commemorate Jesus Christ when the members are together (1 Corinthians 10:16~17; 11:23~26).

8. The Future

In the Future, the global church will be caught up together in the clouds by Jesus Christ and will meet Him
in the air, and then be brought to Heaven (1 Thessalonians 4:17). After the church avoided the Seven
Year Tribulation (Daniel 9:27; Revelation 11:2~3;12:6,14; 13:5), Jesus Christ will bring the

church back to the earth, and enter Christ Millennium (Revelation 20:3,6). In the End, after the

judgment of God on the Great White Throne upon those who are not redeemed (Revelation 20:13~15),
the righteous ones will enter the new heaven and the new earth, where men live with God for ever and
ever ( Revelation 21:1~4).
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
